Reviving eastern markets
The CIS (Community of Independent States). How balanced our relationships are with the countries of the CIS? How much we can hope for the reconversion of the 1 milliard-dollar-Hungarian-export-level in Russian relations, which was typical before the financial crisis of 1998. And backwards: Are we pleased if the Russian capital appears on the financial and advertisement markets? It does not matter that the Hungarian Prime Minister declares that our country welcomes the Russian investors, if some of the Russian financial transactions that seem to be serious (for example property acquisition in the MOL, or other typical portfolio-investment) result a negative response in Hungary. But not only in Hungary. “The ex-socialist countries often consider the spread of the entering Russian-origin capital with hesitancy” – says the rather “diplomatic’ analysis of Mr. Csaba Weiner.  ”On one hand this antipathy arises from the memories of the politics of the old Soviet Union, and on the other hand – due to the lack of transparency – in the cases of certain Russian companies, it arises from the questionability of the real intent behind the (fictive) activities”– writes the analyser of the Research Institute of Economics. It is not a coincidence that in many cases, their ideas are not accomplished “under Russian ensign”, but through a third country, and some of the companies endeavour to appear with a western image to cover their Russian origin, not only in the Middle-East European countries, but even in the USA, where one third of the capital export is aimed at. According to the data of UNCTAD, a further one third of the Russian capital export (FDI) is aimed at the member countries of the European Union and one quarter of it is aimed at the ex-socialist states (especially to Poland). According to domestic expert opinions, among the ex-socialist countries, only Poland is included in the “Russian priority list”.
