The 7th General Assembly of MGYOSZ has modified the Articles of the Confederation as the result of votes with one accord:  it increased the number of members of the presidency from 25 to 30.


    Subsequent to the above, each of the two presidential candidates, proposed by the committee preparing the general assembly, made a 15-minute program speech. Later those authorized to vote elected Mr. Gábor Széles to be the president of the organization for another four years with a secret vote.
